RE: Application to designate a portion of Pond Road as a town scenic road Pond Road is located in the 

southwestern part of Woodstock.  It is a narrow unpaved road that parallels the Still River.  The road is 

bisected by Kenyonville Road.  The section of the road requested for scenic designation is one way 

exiting onto Route 171.   

The Still River is part of the Natchaug River System Greenway.  To maintain Pond Road as an unpaved 

narrow thoroughfare will discourage heavy traffic usage.  This will be beneficial to the Still River.
